Gender , EThnicity -  INtegration through international school projects  

Background

In migrant societies, it seems that ethnic minority girls seldom take part in international educational projects, while this is seen as an important contributor to the development of European citizenship and high – quality education.

Furthermore, schools with a high percentage of students of ethnic backgrounds seems to participate substantially less in international school exchange programmes, often because of perceived problems with students populations.

This situation cannot be changed without European co-operation, which includes having or finding partners schools with a comparable student population, knowing the situation in the partner countries well.

Aims

The Get – in network aims to improve participation rates of minority ethnic students, especially young women, in European, international projects and to raise the profile of issues relating to cultural diversity and equality in such projects.

The Get – in network will bring schools, teachers and students together.

Conference

The first international conference of the network will be held in Leicester (UK),

June 16-17-18 , 2005. 

Schools from France, Germany, Hungary, the Netherlands, Portugal, Sweden, Turkey and the UK  will be involved. We invite interested schools to send a teacher(up to 5 schools/teachers per country) to come to this important conference.

These schools should , preferably, be lower secondary education (covering students from 12 till 16, have ethnic minority students and want to start new Comenius 1 projects with schools in the other European countries.

Outcomes

Taking part in a Comenius project can bring real benefits to a school. The international contacts help pupils to build up a realistic picture of pupils, schools and communities 

in other countries and play a part in reducing stereotyping and xenophobia.

Teachers who attend the meeting will have the opportunity :

· to get in contact with potential partners for EU – projects.

· to learn from the good practises of others

· to meet colleagues from other parts of Europe

· to explore issues to do with cultural diversity and equality
