	BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The training is being organized in the framework of the Comenius 3 Get–in  network. This network aims to improve participation rates of multicultual schools and Pupils with a migrant background (especially young women), in European school projects. Highly Multicultural schools participate substantially less in international school exchanges, often because of perceived problems with pupils and parents. the network addresses issues of cultural diversity and Gender equality in such projects.

PREPARATION

Participants can access information about the network and the training seminar trough the network website: www.get-in.info. 

School representatives will introduce themselves to each other before the seminar, through school profile forms and virtual communication tools.

OBJECTIVES

1) Provide training (Intercultural education / use of IT and language Tools in international projects with pupils of different ethnic background) 

2) Provide Information on diversity and equality issues as part of international school cooperation

3) Support the Planning of (Comenius 1) school projects with partner schools in europe

METHODOLOGY

The emphasis will be on practise and reflections on practise in schools. Throughout the training, there will be extensive opportunities for participants to share and discuss their experiences. a range of Workshops, a school visit, a project market place and plenary information sessions will be offered. Evaluation activities will be included.

RESULTS

1) Participants have an awareness of how minority ethnic students will benefit from international school projects. 

2) Participants are able to apply diversity, IT and language tools (such as the language portfolio) in their daily practise at school.

3) Participants will leave with a clear understanding of their potential role in the Get-in network, including the opportunities to cooperate with partner schools in the topic area.

4) Participants are able to actively participate in the networks’ communication platform on the internet, as a follow up to the training. 

FOLLOW UP

The network website will foster future contacts and projects of participants.

Participants will be asked later in the school year 2006/2007 to reflect on how they have put into practise what they learned, and to share problems and solutions on the communication platform (available Tools: message board / chat room).
